Krishnamachaiya had Iyengar and other students 
give Yoga demonstration in the Maharaja's court at 
Mysore, which had a positive influence on Iyengar. 
Iyengar considers his association with his brother­
in-law a turning point in his life saying that over a 
two-year period "he (Krishnamachaiya) only taught 
me for about ten of fifteen days, but those few days 
determined what I have become today!" 

in 1937, Krishnamachaiya sent Iyengar to pune at 
the age of eighteen to spread the teaching of yoga. 
Iyengar spent many hours each day learning and 
experimenting with various techniques. 

He taught yoga to several noted personalities, 
including Jiddu Krishnamurti, Jayaprakash 
Narayan, and Yehudi Menuhin He taught Sirsasana 
(Head Start) to Elisabeth, Queen of Belgium when 
she was 80. Among his other devotees were the 
novelist Aldous Huxley, the actress Annette 
benging, the film maker Mira Nair and the designer 
Donna Karan as well as prominent Indian figures 
including the cricketer Sachin Tendulkar and the 
Bolywood actress Kareena Kapoor. 

In 1952, Iyengar befriended the violinist Yehudi 
Menuhi. Mehuhin gare him the break that transformed 
Iyengar form a comparatively obscure Indian yoga 
teaches into as international guru. Because Iyengar 
had taught the famous philosopher Jiddu 
Krishnumurti, hew was asked to go the Bombay to 
meet Menuhin, who was known to be interested in 
yoga. Menuhin said he was very tired and could spare 
only five minutes. Iyengar told him to lie down in 
Savasana (lying on his back), and he fell asleep. After 
one hour Menuhin awake refreshed and spent another 
two hour with Iyengar. Menuhin came to believe that 
practicing yoga improved his playing, and in 1954 
invited Iyengar to Switzerland. At the end of the that 
visit, he presented his yoga teacher with a watch on the 

back of which was inscribed, "To my best violin 
teacher, BKS Iyengar" from then on Iyengar visited 
the west regularly and schools teaching his system of 
yoga sprang up all over the world. There are now 
hundreds oflyengar yoga centres. 

Iyengar made his first visit to the United Stated in 
1956, When he taught in Ann Arbor, Michigan and 
gave several lecture-demonstrations. 

In 1966, I yen gar published first book light on Yoga. 
It eventually became an international best seller. As 
of 10 October 2005, it has been translated into 17 
languages and sold three million copies. Light on 
Yoga was followed by titles on pranayama and 
aspects of yoga philosopher Iyengar authored 14 
books. 

In 1975, Iyengar opened the Ramamani Iyengar 
Memorial Yoga Institute in Pune, in memory ofhis late 
wife. He officially retired form teaching in 1984 but 
continued to be active in the world of Iyengar Yoga, 
teaching special classes, giving lectures and writing 
books Iyengar's daughter, Geeta and son, Prashant, have 
gained international acclaim as teachers. 

3 October 2005 was declared as "B.K.S. Iyengar 
Day" by San Francisco City's Board of Supervisor. 
Anthoropoligist JosephS. Alter of the University of 
Pittsburgh Stated that Iyengar" has by far had the 
most profound impact on the global spread of yoga. 
In June 2011, he was presented with a 
commemorative stamp issued in his honour by the 
Beijing branch of China post. There are now over 
over thirty thousand Iyengar yoga students in 57 
cities in China. 

The noun " Iyengar" is defined by oxford 
Dictionaries as "a type of Hatha yoga focusing on 
the correct alignment of the body, making use of 
straps, wooden blocks, and other objects as aids in 
achieving the correct postures".

One might have heard how a moment or how a day 
has changed their life forever. 'A year' changing my 
life forever sounds a bit strange, doesn't it?

I remember my mom's 
reaction when she first came to know that I was 
interested in going on an exchange program to 
USA. She was surprised, but my father was very 
clear about it. He said, "No problem, we support 
you. Go for it". I opted for a scholarship, and went 
through a yearlong selection process before I was 
awarded the scholarship. I came to know that I was 
one of the top 40 students who were going to 
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represent India after my 1Oth board exams. I still 
remember my reaction when I received the email, I 
was literally jumping and all my family members 
were proud of me. Happiness and pride in my 
parents' eyes is all I have ever wished for. 

After a couple months of my selection, I got an 
email about my host family. Mom, dad, sister, 2 
dogs and cat, in West Palm Beach, Florida ... could 
not have been happier. And then finally the day 
came, when I was going to leave my family, my 
house, my city, my country and travel abroad. A 
dream come true? OF COURSE. I was all excited to 
go to US, meet my host family, experience new 
culture, and be the 'youth ambassador of my 
country'. All excited to meet my host family, I could 
hardly sleep for 2 hours the previous day, in the 
Hilton Hotel in DC. I landed in West Palm Beach, 
and my host dad welcomed me with a warm hug. 
And there, my journey began ... 

Being an exchange student is definitely not a piece 
of cake. You go through lots of ups and downs. I 
always thought that I could easily live without my 
parents for one year, but no, I was wrong. It was 
hard, to be away from my family. But that's exactly 
what exchange year is all about. Language was 
never a problem for me, but accent definitely was. I 
had a very strong Indian accent. On my goodbye 
party on the last day, my host dad asked my friends 
about their first impression about me. One of my 
friend said, "I was controlling not to laugh on her 
accent". So yes, the struggle was for real. I was not 
used to all the slang language, the accent, the pale 
food (eating peanut butter and jelly for every lunch, 
wasn't easy), different lifestyle, different education 
system, basically everything was different. So it 
took me couple of months to adjust to all the new 
things, and my host parents supported me 
throughout this time. Once I came to know how 
things work, I pulled my socks up and decided to do 
something different. Every year 40 students get 
selected from India to go on this particular 
program. How could I be different? My dad once 
told me before leaving, "Getting selected is not a 
big deal, what you do after going there is what 
matters". Every opportunity that knocked my door, 
I grabbed it. 

I was part of a club called FBEA (Future Business 
Leaders of America), through which I was selected 
for public speaking competition. I came 2nd on the 
district level and was qualified for states, which was 
in Orlando, where I came 6th. Then there was an 
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essay writing competition among all the exchange 
students who were placed in US, who came from 40 
different countries. I was among the top 100 who 
got selected for a conference in Washington DC. 
Then we had a project competition wherein my 
organization gave a scholarship to only 10 people to 
go to Baltimore for 4 days, I was one of them. 1 also 
got certified as Microsoft office specialist in Word, 
Excess, PowerPoint, and Access. Apart from all 
this, I had 100 hours of community service and a 
perfect 4.0 GPA. People ask me how did I manage 
to do all of these things in one year? The answer I 
give is because I wanted to be different. 

My exchange year increased my confidence, taught 
me how to live without your family, gave me 
friends from all over the world. Today I have best 
friends from: USA, Brazil, Puerto Reco, Canada, 
Ghana, Pakistan, Bangladesh, Italy, Germany, 
Indonesia, Egypt, Romania, South Africa, 
Palestine etc etc., literally from more than 30 
countries. During my exchange year I travelled a 
lot, I went to Miami, Fort Lauderdale and Saint 
Augustine beaches, Universal Studios in Orlando, 
NASA in Cape Canaveral, Key West (southernmost 
point of US), Washington DC and Baltimore.

An amateur scientist has discovered the largest known prime number calculated by multiplying 77,23 7,917 twos, 
& then subtracting one. 

On December 26, 2017 Jonathan Pace- a 51 yr. old electrical engineer in the US-stumbled on to the largest known 
prime number, having 23,249, 425 digits. 

The new prime number also known as M77232917, is nearly one million digits large than the previous record 
prime number in a special of extremely rare prime numbers known as Mersenne primes. 

Mersenne prime is a prime number that is one less than a power of two. They were named for the French Monk 
Marin Mersenne who studied these numbers more than 350 years. 

The primarily proof for the new prime number took 6 days of non-stop computing. 

To prove there were no errors in the prime discovery process, the new prime was independently verified using 
four different programmes on four different hardware configurations. 

M77232917 is the 50th Known Mersenne Prime ever discovered & are each increasingly difficult to find. 

Credit for this prime goes not only to Pace but also the thousands ofGIMPS volunteers.

"Birbal Sahani" 
(14thNov. 1891-10thApril1949) 

Birbal Sahani was an Indian paleobotanist also studies the fossils 
of the Indian Sub continent. He also took an interest in geology 
and archeology. He founded Birbal Sahani institute of 
Palacobotanty at Lucknow in 1946. His major contribution were 
in the study of the fossil plants oflndia & in plant evolution. 
He was also imvolved in the establishment of Indian Science 
education and served as the president of National Academy of 
Science , India and as an Honorary President of the International 
Botanical Congress. 
Sahani worked on living plant species including Nephrotepsis, 
Niphobolus, Taxus, Psilotumble examined their evolutionary 
trends and geographical distributions. His ability to apply theory 
to observations and make nypotheses based on observations were 
especially influential on his students when examining wood 
remains form Harapaa, he noted that they were of conifers and 
inferred that the people there must have had trade links with 
people in mountains where conifers could grow. He recorded 
foreign pollen in the ovules of living Ginko Biloba and noted in 
the new phytologist, the problem with assuming that Fossil Pllen 
in ovules belonged to a single species. 
He also described Glossopteris in details & identified differences 
between the flora of India and Australia with that of China and 
Sumatra. 
Sahani was recognised by several academies and institutions in 
India and abroad for his research. He was elected a follow of the 
Royal Society of London (FRS) in 1936, the highest British 
Scientific honour awarded for the first time to an Indian botanist. 
In 1948 he was elected an Honorary Member of the American 
Academy of Arts and Science Maulana Abdul Kalam Azad, 
Minister of Education in 194 7 offered the post of secretary to the 
Ministry of Education to Sahani. The Birbal Sahani Gold Medal 
for students to botany was instituted in his memory. A best of 
Sahani is placed in the Geogical Survey oflndia in Calcutta. 

"Har Gobind Khorana" 
(9th January, 1922- 9th Nov. 2011) 

Har Go bind Khorana was an Indian American biochemist, while 
on the faculty of the University ofWiscosin, he shared the 1968 
Nobel Price for physiology of Medicine with Marshall W. 
Nirenberg and Robert W. Holley for research that showed the 
order of nuclestides in nucleic acids, which carry the genetic code 
ofthe cell and control the cell synthesis of proteins. 
Khorana and Nirenberg were also awarded the Louisa Gross 
Horwitz Prize from Columbia University in the same year. Born 
in the British India, Khorana served on the faculties of three 
Universities in North America. He became a naturalized citizen of 
united states in 1966 and received the national Medal of Science 
in 1987. 
Khorana was the first scientist to chemically synthesize 
Oligonucletide. This achievement in the 1970s, was also the 
worlds first synthetic gene. 
He extended long DNA polymers using non-queous chemistry 

and assembled these into the 1st synthetic gene, using polymerase 
and ligaze enzymes that link pieces of DNA together as well as 
methods that anticipated the invention of polymerase chain 
reaction (PCR). The custom-designed widely use in Biology labs 
for sequencing, cloning and engineering new plants and animals 
and are integral to the expanding used of DNA analysis to 
understand gene based human disease as well as human evolution. 
In addition to sharing the Nobel prize, Khorana was elected as 
foreign member of the Royal Society in 1978. the University of 
Wisconsin - Madison, the Government oflndia and the Indo US 
Science and Technology forum in 20017 created the Khorana 
pogramjointly. the mission of the Khorana program is to built a 
seamless community of scientists, industrialist and social 
entrepreneurs in the United States and India. Har Gobind died on 
9thNov.2011 in United Sates. 

Shubha Tole 
Born August 1967 

Shubha Tole is an Indian neuroscientist, Professor and Principal 
investigator at the Tata Institute of Fundamental Research in 
Mumbai. India her research in volves investigating the 
development and evolution of the mammalian brain and she has 
won many accolades for her work. She is famous for having 
discovered a gene that is crucial for the formation of cortex of the 
brian winning the infosys prize in the life sciences category in 
2014. However, tole's work does not end in her lab. She is 
dedicated to fostering an appreciation and application of the 
sciences in students through public outreach talks, posting about 
scientific issues and topic on the internet and mentoring pre and 
post doctoral students. She is also a member of various scientific 
groups and societies. 
Shubha Tole was born into a prolific Scientific family in August 
1967. After her basic education, Tole decided to go on study life 
sciences and bio chemistry at St. Xavier College in Mumbai for 
her Ms and Ph.D Degrees, Dr. Tole came to the US to complete 
them at California institute ofTechnology. Tole then decided to do 
post doctoral research at the University of Chicago. In 1999 after 
spending more than a decade on her education in the US. Tole 
moved back to India and began work at Tata Institute of 
fundamental Research, where she is today. Her work today 
involves the investigation of how the developing brain comes to 
be and she has published many paper and written blogs targeted to 
a younger audience. 
Dr. Tole received Swamajayanti fellowhsip from department of 
Science and Technology of the Government of India (2005), the 
National women Bioscientist award from the Department of 
Biotechnology of Government of India (2006), the Research 
award for Innovation in Neuroscience (RAIN award) from the 
society for Neuroscience united states (2008) and Shanti Swarup 
Bhatnagar Award (2010). In 2014 Dr. Tole was awarded the 
prestigious Infosys prize of 55 lakhs rupees for her work done to 
invole in the formation ofhippo campus.

The interacting 
components include access to secondary education, 
institutions of various sizes, the local, state and 
federal governments, financial stakeholders, human 
resources, employment opportunities, student data 
including economic backgrounds, 

academic quality, prior training, etc. aspects which 
include, for example, the quality of primary and 
secondary institutions and students, socio-cultural 
norms and traditions, perception of higher 
education, immigration trends, job markets, 
political infrastructure, etc. 

A famous educationist Richard Shaull has said the 
lines 

"Education either functions as an instrument which 
is used to facilitate integration of the younger 
generation into the logic of the present system and 
bring about conformity or it becomes the practice of 
freedom, the means by which men and women deal 
critically and creatively with reality and discover 
how to participate in the transformation of their 
world."

The another factor 
responsible for women empowerment was 
Mahatma Gandhi's encouragement to women to 
participate in the Freedom Movement and as a 
result women were treated with respect and had 
chances to make their dreams come true. Savitribai 
Phule is credited with laying the foundation of 
education opportunities for women in India Since 
then Indian women had proved themselves in every 
other field, it may be Indira Gandhi as the first 
female Prime Minister oflndia or it may be Mithali 
Raj as the present captain of Indian Women cricket 
team, It may be Kalpana Chawala as the first female 
astronaut oflndian origin to fly in space or It may be 
Mary Kom as five times World Boxing Champion. 
They all have a great impact on society and made 
the world even large for women. 

Talking about today's condition our society has 
made immense progress and women play an 
important role in this progress. It may be as a great 
business startup for multinational company or 
contributing in a small scale business or even 
joining a small office. Women made their journey a 
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life lesson for many. It's always an inspiration for 
the society not because of what they have achieved 
but because of how they have achieved. No path 
was easy for them but still they conquered every 
obstacle and made impossible possible and made 
everyone believe that if you have true spirit there's 
no mountain you can't climb and there's no ocean 
you can't swim. Women like Arundhati Roy, Anita 
Desai, K.iran Desai, Shobhaa De, Jhumpa Lahiri 
can put any other writer to shame. In the field of 
cinema, actress like Rekha, Smita Patil, Shabana 
Aazmi, Vidya Balan and Konkona Sen are such 
names who don't play feminized roles, but have 
asserted themselves over this male-dominated 
realm. In the field ofPolitics, from Indira Gandhi to 
Shiela Dixit, Uma Bharti, Jayalalithaa, Vasundhra 
Raje and Mamata Banerjee, women are making 
their presence felt.

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India has been producing superstars in the field of 
athletics and sports. Their splendid victories widen 
and brighten the prospects of female sport persons 
in India. Sports women bringing laurels to the 
nation has not just been a matter of pride for Indians 
but also encouraged girls to break the gender 
stereotypes and take up sports. Here are some 
Indian sportswomen who are currently making 
India proud-

P.T.Usha won four gold medals and one silver 
medal in the track and field events of the 1986 Asian 
Games. She was also awarded the trophy for the 
Best Athlete in the world. She is often called the 
"queen oflndian track and field". She is nicknamed 
as the Payyoli Express. 

Karman Malleswari wrote yet another golden 
chapter in Indian sports history by becoming the 
first Indian woman to win an Olympic medal. She 
bagged a bronze in the 69 kg category of the 
weight-lifting championship at Sydney Olympics 
in2000. 

Anju Bobby George became the first Indian 
medalist at the World Athletics Championships, 
when she took the long jump (6.70 m) bronze in 
Paris in 2003. She holds the current Indian national 
record in long jump with her personal best of 6.83 
meters. 

Bula Choudhury is a swimming champion, the first 
woman to cross all the seven seas, and recipient of 
the prestigious Arjuna Award and Padma Shri. She 
also crossed the English Channel twice and is truly 
the embodiment of women's physical and mental 
strength. 

Alisha Abdullah is a bike racer. She is the first 
Indian female National Racing Champion. She 
participated in her first race which was the JK Tyre 
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National Racing Championship in 2004. 

Tania Sachdev is an Indian chess player, who holds 
the titles of International Master (2008) and 
Woman Grandmaster (2005). By virtue of 
becoming the eighth Indian Woman Grandmaster, 
Tania was given the prestigious Arjuna Award in 
2009. 

Sonika Kaliraman represented India in wrestling in 
the 2006 Asian Games. She is often referred to as 
the first Indian wrestler and has been coveted with 
the Bharat Keshari title. 

Sania Mirza ,the tennis star of India, who was 
formerly ranked World number 1 in women's 
doubles, is also widely known for her charming 
looks.. She has displayed perfection in all her 
games and this has led to her winning ofthe Padma 
Shriawardin2006. 

Sharmila Nicollet represented India at the Asian 
Games in Doha in 2006 and Asia Pacific Junior 
Golf Tournament. She switched to professional 
golf in 2009 when she was just 18 years old and 
became the youngest Indian golfer to qualify for 
Ladies European Tour. 

Prachi Tehlan gained recognition after playing as 
the captain of the Indian Netball team in the 
Commonwealth Games in 2010 that was held at 
New Delhi. She led the Indian team to win the first 
medal in 2011 South Asian Beach Games. 

Dipika Pallikal Karthik, the Indian squash player 
was the first ever Indian to grab a spot in the top 10 
PSA Women's Rankings. She came into limelight 
after consecutively winning three WISP A tour titles 
which escalated her rank to 13. 

Dipika Pallikal is the first squash player from India 
to have climbed into the top 20 positions in the 
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WSA ratings. This girl won 3 WISP A tour titles in 
the year of 2011. She attained the best ranking at 
lOth position in 2012. She was also a semi-finalist 
in Australian Open. 

Saina Nehwal is also known as the golden girl of 
Indian badminton. She has reached the zenith of 
sports by making it to the top three badminton 
players in the world. Her career began in 2012 
where she shot to the 5th position in the World 
Badminton players list. She has won the Swiss 
Open Grand Prix Gold, Thai Open Grand Prix 
Gold, and the Indonesian Open Super Series. Her 
claim to fame was winning a bronze medal at the 
Olympics. 

Geeta Phogat is an Indian freestyle wrestler who 
won India's first gold medal in wrestling at 
Commonwealth Games (2010). She is the first 
Indian sportswoman to qualify for the Olympic 
Summer Games. This tough go-getter has won a 
gold medal in the Wrestling FILA Asian Olympic 
Qualification Tournament that took place in 
Almaty, Kazakhstan in 2012. In 2013, Geeta 
Phogat won a bronze medal in Asian Wrestling 
Championship in Doha. 

Deepika Kumari, an ace archer, has a rating of 
World No. 2. This superstar won a gold medal at the 
2010 Commonwealth Games in the category of 
women's individual recurve event. Deepika 
finished at the 8th position during the London 
Olympics, 2012. 

MC Mary Kom is also known as the "Million 
Rupee Baby" in India. Five time world champion 
and Olympic bronze medallist Mary Kom captured 
everyone's heart with her first Asian Games gold 
medal in the women's 48-51 kg boxing in 2014. 

Captain of Indian Women's cricket team for ODI 

and Tests, Mithali Dorai Raj the only woman to 
score more than 6000 runs in ODis and to score 
consecutive seven 50s in ODis. In the year 2003, 
Mithali Dorai raj received the Arjuna Award and in 
2015, she was awarded Padma Shri. 

PV Sindhu is the rising star in the world of 
badminton PV Sindhu is the national champion and 
has been a semi-finalist at the Malaysian Open. She 
recently won a silver medal at 2017 - BWF World 
Championships and is the first Indian woman to 
win 2017- Korean Open Super Series. She has 
already carved a niche for herself in the world of 
sports after her performance in the London 2012 
Olympics. 

Saikhom Mirabai Chanu has lifted a new world 
record of 194kg - 85kg snatch and 109kg clean­
and-jerk - to lift gold at the World Weightlifting 
Championships in Nov 2017, becoming only the 
second Indian weightlifter after Karnam 
Malleswari to achieve that feat. 

Kanchanmala Pande, becoming the first ever 
Indian to win a gold medal at the World Para 
Swimming Championship held in Mexico in Dec, 
2017. 

These Indian sports and athletics women continue 
to have an ever lasting impact in their respective 
games through their marvelous skills and tricks. In 
fact these athletes work very hard to gain pride for 
the country and have successfully escalated to the 
crests of success in their respective games. 
Amazing performance by women has captured the 
public imagination. More and more female have 
booked game changing performance in recent 
years, winning fans and inspiring girls to excel in 
sports and make it as their career. Although there is 
still much to be done for women in sports in India at 
all levels is looking better than ever.
