 Objec�ves: 

 1.  To  promote  and  prac�ce  the  mo�o,  ‘Welfare  of  Masses’,  the  college  groomed  students 
 for  co  curricular  and  community  outreach  programs  as  part  of  the  ̀  Azadi  Ka  Amrit 
 Mahotsav`  celebra�ons. 

 2.  To  undertake  social  responsibili�es  by  serving  needy,  poor  and  deprived  classes  of 
 society through vaccina�on drives  as part of social outreach programs. 

 3.  To  aim  at  holis�c  and  con�nuous  development  of  students  with  focus  on  gender  equity, 
 value educa�on and health awareness for a be�er community. 

 4.  To  provide  a  pla�orm  for  student  ac�vi�es  that  promote  interdisciplinary  learning  for 
 societal concerns in alignment with the vision of NEP 2020. 

 The Context  : 

 1.  In  today's  globalized  world  and  compe��on,  gaining  technical  skills  and  prac�cal 
 knowledge  has  become  vital  so  as  to  reach  the  pinnacle  of  success.  With  this  perspec�ve 
 college  undertakes  training  programs  to  impart  hands-on  experience  for  our  students.  In 
 the  process  of  such  experien�al  learning,  the  students  collect  factual  data  and  prac�cal 
 inputs while interac�ng with the experts. 

 2.  We  believe  in  all  round  development  of  students  by  educa�ng  them  about  the  latest 
 market  trends,  techniques  and  managing  complexi�es.  Resource  persons  from  various 
 fields  are  invited  to  share  their  words  of  wisdom,  exper�se  and  life  skill  experience  with 
 the students. 

 3.  Celebra�on  of  ̀Azadi  Ka  Amrit  Mahotsav`  is  a  posi�ve  interven�on  to  arouse  patrio�c 
 emo�ons  and  develop  a  sense  of  societal  concern  and  na�onal  integra�on.  In 
 accordance,  the  college  planned  and  conducted  a  year  long  personality  development 
 and computer literacy programme as part of social outreach. 

 The Prac�ce: 
 Our  ins�tu�on  strives  for  the  welfare  of  all  stakeholders  keeping  in  mind  our  own  mission: 
 ‘equity,  jus�ce  and  contentment  of  all  our  stakeholders.  College  par�cipated  and  celebrated 
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 Azadi  ka  Amrit  Mahotsav  through  a  series  of  programs  on  the  promo�on  of  na�onal  pride, 
 integrity and community outreach programs. 

 1.  Celebra�ng  Cultural  Diversity  of  India  :  An  innova�ve  ini�a�ve  -  ‘Walk  of  Unity’  was 
 organized  for  the  promo�on  of  na�onal  integrity  on  the  occasion  of  Azadi  Ka  Amrit 
 Mahotsav`.  Students  showcased  different  states  of  India  symbolically  and  culturally 
 where  they  performed  folk  songs,  dance  and  presented  the  culture.  Students  learned 
 about  leadership  skills,  crea�ve  thinking,  teamwork,  and  presenta�on  skills  during  the 
 program. 

 2.  Celebra�ng  Folk  Culture  of  Maharashtra  :  On  the  occasion  of  Maharashtra  Day  (1st  of 
 May)  and  Azadi  ka  Amrit  Mahotsav,  the  college  organized  a  cultural  program  called 
 ̀   Maharashtrachi  Lokdhara`  that  represented  the  cultural  confluence  of  Maharashtra. 
 Students  performed  various  folk  songs,  folk  music,  folk  arts  of  Maharashtra  popularly 
 known  as  bharud,  mallakhamb,  povada,  mardani  khel,  lezim,  dhol  pathak,  granth  dindi, 
 gopalkala etc. 

 3.  Aapla  Ghar  (An  Orphanage)  :  College  conducted  an  year  long  personality  development 
 and  computer  literacy  programme  for  the  students  at  the  orphanage,  ‘Aapla  Ghar’, 
 situated  on  the  outskirts  of  Pune.  Every  Saturday,  college  faculty  members  and  student 
 volunteers  visited  the  children.  They  gained  communica�on  skills,  wri�ng  skills,  art  and 
 cra�  skills,  performing  skills,  teamwork,  stage  management,  computer  literacy  in  office 
 automa�on tools etc. 

 4.  Covid  Vaccina�on  :  As  part  of  Azadi  ka  Amrit  Mahotsav  and  in  tune  with  the  ins�tu�on 
 mo�o,  ‘Welfare  of  Masses’,  the  college  organized  covid  vaccina�on  drives  at  campus  for 
 community outreach. 

 5.  Red  Dot:  Girl  Students  of  college  generated  awareness  on  appropriate  sanitary  waste 
 management  as  part  of  cleanliness  and  health  issues  related  to  women's  hygiene.  They 
 visited  schools  and  explained  the  importance  of  'Red  Dot'  that  informs  the  waste 
 collectors of sanitary waste. 

 6.  Realiza�on  of  Copyright  :  A  webinar  was  conducted  as  part  of  Azadi  ka  Amrit  Mahotsav 
 regarding  original  content  crea�on  An  independent  prac�cing  advocate  based  at  Pune, 
 guided  students  from  various  colleges  of  Maharashtra  in  the  webinar  on  the  importance 
 of trademark, copyrights & patents and its relevance in the future through the webinar. 

 7.  Teachers  forum  :  To  ensure  the  well  being  of  teachers,  a  series  of  special  ac�vi�es  were 
 conducted  in  which  topics  like  ̀My  favorite  Book`  or  ̀My  Favorite  Song  /  Movie`  were 
 discussed  in  groups  informally.  The  teachers  were  recognized  for  their  work  on 
 ̀Interna�onal Employee Apprecia�on Day`. 



 8.  ̀Sources  of  joy`  :  Priyadarshini  Yuva�  Manch  and  Students  Development  Cell  organized 
 an  interac�ve  guest  session  with  a  student  counselor  on  the  occasion  of  Azadi  Ka  Amrit 
 Mahotsav.  The  objec�ve  was  to  facilitate  students  to  become  aware  of  small  things  in 
 life  that  give  them  joy  especially  during  post  pandemic.  The  idea  was  to  make  students 
 iden�fy and acknowledge these joys that make their lives qualita�ve be�er and richer. 

 9.  My  River,  My  Valen�ne  :  As  part  of  Azadi  Ka  Amrit  Mahotsav,  the  college  in 
 collabora�on  with  Nehru  Yuva  Kendra  and  Pune  Municipal  Corpora�on  par�cipated  in 
 the  “Swachh  Bharat  Abhiyan”  where  NSS  volunteers  cleaned  the  river  bed  to  generate 
 environmental awareness and healthy living. 

 10.  Say  No  to  Alcohol  and  Yes  to  Milk  :  On  the  occasion  of  Azadi  Ka  Amrit  Mahotsav,  an 
 awareness  rally  on  de-addic�on  was  conducted  to  promote  “Daru  nahi  Dudh  Pya”  (Say 
 No  to  Alcohol  and  Yes  to  Milk)  at  the  Goodluck  Chowk  (A  place  at  F.C  Road  Deccan  Pune) 
 to promote community well being. 

 11.  Samvidhan  Divas  (Cons�tu�on  Day)  :  As  part  of  Azadi  Ka  Amrit  Mahotsav  and  on  the 
 occasion  of  Samvidhan  Divas  (Cons�tu�on  Day  26th  November  2021),  NSS  organized  a 
 guest lecture on Samvidhan for democra�c awareness. 

 12.  Social  Awareness  Campaign  :  College  conducted  a  Social  Awareness  Campaign  on  the 
 occasion of "Azadi Ka Amrut Mahotsav' on Fundamental Rights and Du�es of ci�zens. 

 13.  Poster  making  compe��on:  Under  the  celebra�on  of  Azadi  ka  Amrit  Mahotsav  and  on 
 occasion  of  Teacher's  Day;  college  students  par�cipated  in  a  poster  making  compe��on. 
 The  compe��on  promoted  crea�ve  and  cri�cal  thinking  on  topics  such  as  Dream  world, 
 Friends in Space and Pride of India. 

 14.  Reel  Making  Content  :  On  the  occasion  of  Republic  Day  and  celebra�on  of  Azadi  ka 
 Amrit  Mahotstav  the  college  organized  a  reel  making  compe��on  with  a  theme  on 
 Patrio�sm.

 The  holis�c  development  and  community  outreach  ac�vi�es  paved  the  path  for  the  mul� 
 -faceted  development  of  the  students  in  various  arenas  of  life.  The  SDC  and  NSS  along  with 
 various  other  clubs  have  nurtured  the  talent  among  the  students.
